Mesdames et Messieurs, chers membres de l'Association

Ce qui était valable hier est discutable aujourd'hui et déjà dépassé demain.
L'événement d'AMAS, qui était en fait prévu pour l'automne, a d'abord été
reporté, puis complètement abandonné. C'est pourquoi nous n'avons pas
entendu parler l'un de l'autre depuis longtemps; - nous ne voulions pas faire un
rapport sans pouvoir présenter quelque chose en termes de contenu.
Cependant, nous ne sommes pas restés inactifs au cours du second semestre,
bien au contraire. L'état actuel des travaux sur nos six dossiers
principaux est résumé sur notre site web, qui est toujours tenu à jour.

Cependant, ces derniers mois, nous nous sommes naturellement concentrés sur
les bouleversements économiques avec lesquels la crise COVID-19 affecte
également notre industrie. Et ici, après des discussions avec la Confédération et
les cantons, nous pouvons au moins annoncer la perspective d'un soutien
supplémentaire et sectoriel. Le soutien Nota bene s'ajoute à l'aide au
développement économique du SECO (crédits COVID, chômage partiel,
allocations pour perte de gain, etc.), qui a débuté au cours de la première vague
au printemps.
 
La culture est systémiquement pertinente. Et il est bien connu que dans la

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pandémie jusqu'à présent, toute l'industrie culturelle a été radicalement
affectée par les fermetures et les précautions nécessaires contre la propagation
du virus. Avec une baisse du chiffre d'affaires de plus de 50 % due à des
fermetures, des annulations d'expositions, l'absence de clients (internationaux),
etc., une part importante des galeries à programme classique, en particulier,
risque de ne pas survivre à la crise. Dans nos discussions avec l'Office
fédéral de la culture (OFC), nous avons toujours souligné qu'il n'est pas
approprié d'exclure l'ensemble du commerce de l'art (y compris les galeries et le
commerce des antiquités) des mesures spécifiques de soutien à la culture (cf.
notre Newsletter avril 2020). Il est plutôt important de reconnaître que les
galeries et les marchands d'art, qui disposent également de leurs propres
espaces ouverts au public, dispensent une éducation artistique au vrai
sens du terme, nota bene sans barrières à l'entrée. Les artistes suisses ont
besoin de leur galeriste comme partenaire qui préfinance les œuvres, organise
et gère les projets d'exposition, les représente dans les foires, organise des
expositions institutionnelles, réalise des projets de livres et met l'artiste en
contact avec des collectionneurs d'art. Les galeries fournissent l'humus sur
lequel l'art suisse peut s'épanouir. Chaque galerie est donc un lieu culturel,
offrant un réseau, une expertise et une infrastructure pour la médiation des
œuvres.
 
Nous recevons maintenant des signaux du gouvernement fédéral indiquant que
cette fonction d'importance systémique est reconnue par les participants au
marché de l'art. La nouvelle législation Covid19 adoptée au niveau fédéral
indique donc la voie aux cantons, qui n'excluent pas, du moins,
l’indemnisation pour les galeries et les entreprises de commerce de
l'art qui exploitent des locaux de galerie. Il est donc possible, dès à
présent, d'entrer dans des projets de médiation qui n'ont pas pu être réalisés en
raison de commandes officielles. Nous avons essayé d'expliquer la procédure
complexe dans une brochure (cliquez ici pour les instructions; version
allemande) de manière compréhensible mais complète. En même temps, nous
avons déjà entamé le dialogue avec les cantons dans lesquels la majorité des
membres de notre association susceptibles de bénéficier d'un soutien ont leur
siège (BE, ZH, BS et GE). Cela ne signifie pas que les demandes ne peuvent pas
être faites dans d'autres cantons.
 
Une prochaine étape importante consistera à s'attaquer, au nom d'AMAS, aux
problèmes décrits par l'OFC comme étant des projets de transformation

Là aussi, nous avons
déjà eu des entretiens préliminaires et je suis convaincu que d'ici le printemps
prochain, nous pourrons présenter trois ou quatre projets qui pourraient être
éligibles à un financement cantonal, régional ou, dans le meilleur des cas,
fédéral et dont le soutien est judicieux pour la promotion durable de la création
artistique en Suisse. Nous sommes bien sûr ouverts aux suggestions et à la
participation de votre entourage, nous essaierons de coordonner nos efforts et
vous informerons donc en temps utile de nos travaux.
 
Je voudrais conclure en soulignant que nous suivons également de très près
l'évolution du marché dans le cadre de divers projets de digitalisation (sur
des sujets tels que le blanchiment d'argent, la provenance et les
questions d'authenticité). Nous voulons également participer à cette
transformation du marché de l'art, qui a connu une incroyable accélération
grâce à COVID-19, et offrir un soutien afin que même les petites entreprises ne
se voient pas refuser l'accès aux modèles commerciaux numériques.
 
Si vous avez des questions ou des préoccupations concernant la situation
actuelle, le conseil d'administration et moi-même sommes bien sûr toujours à
votre disposition. Il me reste à vous souhaiter, à vous et aux vôtres, un joyeux
Noël et une nouvelle année pleine d'espoir.
